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Historical Earthquake Records by Duplex Pendulum Seismometers

Abstract Records by duplex pendulum seismometers from 1880s to 1910s have been investi-
gated. They show traces of horizontal ground motions during earthquakes. The seismograms,
scratched on smoked glass plates and fixed with varnish, were taken at Hitotsubashi and Hongo
Campuses of Tokyo University in the Meiji Era. The listed 176 records have been reproduced by
scanning and stored as digital images for potential use in study on earthquakes of that time.
